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DOES HELPING POST ABORTIVE WOMEN HURT THE PRO-LIFE CAUSE?

I have recently heard the statement that helping post abortive women hurts the pro-life cause
because it helps them to heal and have peace. Maybe their perception is that if a woman is healed they
then think abortion is okay or that too much emphasis on post abortion is actually encouraging more
abortions. In my opinion, nothing could be farther from the truth. Many post abortive individuals ex-
press a profound sadness over the child they will never know and for taking another human being’s life.
Rachel’s Vineyard Retreat for healing after abortion is a vehicle of God’s grace to these hurting individu-
als. Rachel’s Vineyard helps them to feel God’s love, mercy, peace and thankfulness that God can for-
give such a grievous sin. After the healing process, we know of no one who has expressed that their
abortion is OK. Is it fair to leave these hurting people alone in their brokenness and despair? I do not
think that is God’s will.

Post abortive individuals understand the profound and devastating affects of abortion. Society
seems to have taken a deaf ear to the harm abortion causes to babies, but they are listening to the
women harmed by abortion. I recently spoke to the University of Arizona Medical School about the dev-
astation abortion caused in my life. I was told that in the past, pro-choice individuals had successfully
discredited previous pro-life speakers, ripping their facts and statistics to shreds. But I did not experi-
ence any hostility from the audience. Although there were many pro-choice individuals present, the stu-
dents were very receptive to hearing our side of the story. They did not argue or discredit our talk be-
cause it was from personal experience. There was nothing to debate. This is what post abortive women
who receive healing can bring to the table. We are one of the most powerful resources for the pro-life
cause!
